You can drive for the MS Society provided all the following conditions are met:


You must retain your D1 group when receiving your 3 year license from the DVLA. 


You must inform the insurance company and fulfil all their requirements which will include being named on the policy and may include passing a medical to PCV standards.

Do you hold a full car licence issued in the UK before 1st Jan 1997?

You can drive for the MS Society provided all the following conditions are met:


You hold a full car (category B (car, not automatic) and D1 (101) on a pink and green or photo card license).


No trailer is attached to the minibus.


You drive on behalf of the MS Society but not for hire or reward.


You are providing your service on a voluntary basis (i.e. totally unpaid except for expenses).


You fulfil all the training requirements of the MS Society transport risk management system.


You satisfy the terms of the relevant insurance policy.





Do you have a PCV or Minibus licence?

You can drive for the MS Society provided all the following conditions are met:


You have held a full car (Category B) licence for at least 2 years.


Only vehicles with automatic transmissions are used where the driver’s licence only authorises the driving of vehicles with automatic transmission.


No trailer is attached to the minibus.


The vehicle weighs no more than 3500Kg, (4250Kg if wheelchair accessible)


You drive on behalf of the MS Society but not for hire or reward.


You are providing your service on a voluntary basis (i.e. totally unpaid except for expenses).


You fulfil all the training requirements of the MS Society transport risk management system.


You satisfy the terms of the relevant insurance policy.





This flowchart is specific to the MS Society and no other organisation. It reflects the Insurance and DVLA regulations as they apply to the MS Society’s minibuses. If you are in any doubt as to whether you can drive, you should refer to MSNC.
