About this form and your content
This form explains the purpose for which we are collecting your data and is a record of how we will use the stories, words, photos or videos you share with us to record, advertise, promote, and raise funds and campaign on behalf of our MS community.

In this form, whenever you see the words ‘we’, ‘us’ or ‘our’, it refers to the MS Society. If you’d like us to only use your personal content anonymously you can say so later in the form.

What is personal content?
Personal content is any data that identifies a living person. It includes photos, videos, interviews, blogs and stories, written quotes, audio, social media posts and any information which can be combined to identify you.

Where we'll use your personal content
We might use your content in our marketing campaigns and communications. These could include newsletters, publications, press releases, websites, briefings, mailings, social media and audio-visual productions. Sometimes we may also supply your content to organisations we work with to manage and deliver our projects and support services. We may use your content without connecting it to your name, context or story.

How long we'll use your personal content for

We'll use your content for 7 years if you’re an adult or 5 years if you’re giving permission for a child.


6. What if I change my mind?

However some published items created from your content may remain accessible for an indefinite period. That's because it can be difficult or impossible to take some published content out of circulation.
