To be competent, the individual must have read the manufacturer’s instructions, have performed these tasks prior to the event – these can be practice runs; and be knowledgeable in terms of the actions to be taken in an emergency.
The Gazebo must not be erected if it is damaged in any way. Under no circumstances should the Gazebo be left for anyone else to use.
If the MS Society Group, Local Network, or staff member is using a Gazebo which is managed by a competent person whose role is to setup and oversee the Gazebo; the relevant MS Society guidance document can be used, and the process below does not need to be followed.
Competent Person responsibilities.
This section is to be completed by the competent person and needs to be reviewed for an ongoing appointment annually.
