	For gardens in a private residence, remind attendees that there may be restricted or no access to inside facilities, including lavatories.

	Ensure the Event Organiser will be available during the event to deal with any emergencies, problems, or questions.

	If they have specific needs that require Personal Care, they must bring an appropriate carer with them.

	Set up the meeting and activities in line with venue requirements, ensuring emergency access routes are unobstructed, and no slip or trip hazards are created.

	Where low level activities like crafting and games taking place:    
Display instructions and any safety requirements on the day, confirm participants agree to follow them. 
[bookmark: _Int_PaFNOrgv]Where appropriate, equipment must be set up, moved and supervised by a competent person in line with the manufacturer’s instructions and Event Organiser’s requirements.

	Inform attendees:
Who the Event Organiser is.
